A BLESSED AND HAPPY NEW YEAR 
As we begin a new year, we are reminded of God’s blessings to us and the many persons who have  

given of themselves to the ministry at St. Michael’s during the past year: 

From: The Vicar, Wardens and Members of the Bishop’s Committee of St. Michael’s, O’Fallon 
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He went away from there and came to his own country; and his disciples followed him.  And 
on the Sabbath he began to teach in the synagogue; and many who heard him were aston-
ished, saying, “Where did this man get all this? What is the wisdom given to him?  What 
mighty works are wrought by his hands!  Is not this the carpenter, the son of Mary and 
brother of James and Joses and Judas and Simon and are not his sisters here with us?” And 
they took offense at him.   
And Jesus said to them, “A prophet is not without honor, except in his own country, and 
among his own kin, and in his own house.”  And he could do no mighty work there, except 
that he laid his hands upon a few sick people and healed them.  And he marveled because of 
their unbelief.  And he went about among the villages teaching    
And he called to him the twelve, and began to send them out two by two, and gave them au-
thority over the unclean spirits.  He charged them to take nothing for their journey except a 
staff; no bread, no bag, no money in their belts; but to wear sandals and not put on two tu-
nics.   
And he said to them, “Where you enter a house, stay there until you leave the place.  And if 
any place will not receive you and they refuse to hear you, when you leave, shake off the dust 
that is on your feet for a testimony against them”  So they went out and preached that men 
should repent.  And they cast out many demons, and anointed with oil many that were sick 
and healed them.           (Mark 6: 1-13) 
 
 
 
Jesus sends his disciples out to preach and heal. He sends them by twos, knowing that they 
will need each other when they have to face disbelief, loneliness, hostility and homesickness.  
He has just experienced disbelief in His own hometown.  
 
The people there, who saw Him grow up, who knew His whole family, cannot see past His 
earthly life to realize Him as the Son of God. Even those who almost believe see Him as 
Elijah, not Messiah. 
 
He tells His disciples to stay together, in one place, when they arrive somewhere new.  He 
tells them, if they meet with disbelief and rejection to shake the dust from their feet.  Go on 
to the next place.  Don't take unnecessary things with them, for they will be preaching that 
the poor and lowly and humble are to be blessed. 
 
He doesn't tell them “Do this in remembrance of Me.” Not yet.
