(Excerpts from the Vicar’s Address to the Community/National Prayer Breakfast on May 1, 
2008)  
 
First, we need to pray earnestly. Many people pray in a lackadaisical manner. Let’s 
take a simple example like the Lord’s Prayer. It is a well known prayer which we 
learned from the time we could speak. …And because it is the most well known prayer 
in the world, we usually pray it without even realizing what we are saying. There is no 
intensity and meaning into what and how we pray the Lord’s Prayer any more. In the 

same way we lack the passion and vitality in our prayers although we are aware and do understand the power of prayer. 
The psalmist prayed earnestly, in Psalm 28, to God for deliverance from deadly threat at the hands of wicked people. The 
psalmist calls God his “Rock” (v. 1), a symbol of stability and prays as one who understood what was at stake. He really 
believed that if God remained silent, his life would be empty and without purpose. The psalmist prayed fervently, and 
fervent or earnest prayer is not about form but about substance.  
 Second, we need to pray for God’s will to be done, not our will to be done. “When you ask, you do not receive, 
because you ask with wrong motives, that you may spend what you get on your pleasures” (James 4:3). James states that 
these people do not get what they’re praying for because they prayed with “wrong motives” and we approach God in the 
wrong way and with a wrong attitude….When most people pray to God they do not ask Him to have His way in their 
lives. Their thinking is that since God loves me, He’ll want what I want for my life to be happy...they expect God to give 
them what they want, when they want it, and the way they want it. We come to God asking for own will to be done in-
stead of God’s will to be done….To know what God’s will is for our lives, we need to read His Word, study it, obey it 
and apply it in our lives. When we do this, when we approach God in prayer we’ll know what kind of requests He would 
honor.  
 Third, we need to believe when we pray. The psalmist is confident and thankful of being heard by God. He be-
gins by engaging in joyful praise to God - “Praise be to the LORD, for he has heard my cry for mercy” (v.6). He then 
continues with the text for this day of prayer from Psalm 28:7 – “The LORD is my strength and my shield; my heart 
trusts in him, and he helps me …” The psalmist tells us here that he trusts and believes God to answer his prayer.   
 Prayer is a vital part of any Christian life. It is crucial that when we pray we apply a right thinking to our prayers 
– that we pray earnestly, that we pray God’s will be done and that we pray as one who believes and trust God to answer 
our prayers in the best way He sees fit. Jesus made prayer an important aspect of His life and applied these three basic 
tenets when He prayed. “He prayed so earnestly,” says Luke’s gospel that “his sweat was like drops of blood falling to 
the ground (Luke 22:44). Jesus prayed for God’s will and not His own: “Father, if you are willing, take this cup from 
me; yet not my will, but yours be done” (Luke 22:42; Matt. 20:22; Mark 14:36). Jesus prayed as one who believed and 
trusted in the Father. This is evident in His prayer to the Father recorded in John 17 in which He prays for Himself, His 
disciples and all believers. As fully human as Jesus was and yet fully divine, He has left us with a profound example of 
praying to His Father in all matters whether difficult or joyous.

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O ur organist, Jack Moelmann, a 
retired Colonel in the Air Force, 
has pursued his avocation of 
playing the organ and has per-

formed in many churches, auditoriums, and 
movie palaces across the country. He had a 
dream!  The "Mecca" of places to play the 
theatre organ, in his opinion, is the Radio 
City Music Hall in New York City, home of 
some great shows and the dance team - the 
Rockettes. He has personally rented Radio 
City Music Hall for one day for an organ 
program under the banner of the Theatre Or-
gan Society International (TOSI). The show 
will be on Saturday, August 9, 2008, at 8:00 
P.M. Radio City has the largest Theatre Pipe 
Organ ever built by the Wurlitzer Company. 
The organ remains in its original home since 

the Music Hall opened in 1932. The program will be a Musical Showcase featuring the Wurlitzer organ, mul-
tiple organists including Jack Moelmann, Fr.

The program will include a variety of music and styles by these very capable 
organists plus an audience sing-a-long with the words on the screen and Jack's "Tribute to America".
