My Journey at Trinity

My decision to pursue post-graduate studies at Trinitydapal School
for Ministry, Pennsylvania, was to gain knowledge and fincaaenue through
which | could minister more effectively to EpiscopaliahriStians in the United
States.

Students pursuing the Doctor of Ministry program were exgetd study ten courses — five required
and five electives — all having biblical, theological andsiulogical components. Each course was divided
into pre-seminar — reading of at least 1,500 pages, in @addiwritten assignments that may vary by course;
in-seminar — attending one week of intensive on-campuarésc and supervised instruction which may in-
clude making presentations in class, and post-seminar —ngooki assignments which may include practical
projects in the student’s context of ministry and wgta critical paper on the project.

Having completed the tenth course, each student is exptecterite a thesis so as to complete the re-
qguirements for the degree. It is this project that | adidress in the remainder of this article. The topic ¢f m
dissertation wasBiblical Revelation in Mainline Churches in O’Fallon, lllinois: Lomwlky at Mainline Chris-
tians’ Ability to Possess and Communicate a Biblical Understandiiigg study examined the ability of
Christians from four mainline denominations — Lutheran (E),GJnited Methodist, Presbyterian (PCUSA)
and Episcopal in the O’Fallon area - to understand thie Bnd to communicate that understanding to others.

In addressing this problem, | explored what the Scripturd#rer theologians have said about bibli-
cal teaching and learning and analyzed the cultural dimensidhe problem. | interviewed thirty-three mem-
bers of the four churches, both participants and noregaatits in biblical education, on areas relating to the
impact of the Bible on the individual's life, approachesduisg the individual and their local congregation in
facilitating biblical knowledge, the level of importan@and necessity of biblical education to the mainline
Christian, the role of the home and the church aswe&for biblical knowledge, the view of scriptural author-
ity in one’s life and the relevancy of the Bible in tg@dasociety and culture.

The interviews revealed that the problem is not as seaieinitially anticipated. It is apparent that
members who participate in Christian or biblical educasbow significant evidence of an understanding of
the Bible and its theology that is evolving. They possesunderstanding of the Scriptures which is more no-
ticeable within a Bible study environment. Simultaneoutigre are a larger number of mainline Christians
who are disinterested, at least at this time, in aoguany serious biblical knowledge. As a result, thera i
notable paucity in their ability to possess and commumiaay significant understanding of the Bible. Never-
theless, listening to the interviewees gave me hope fbrcanfidence in the future while at the same time
there is tremendous work to do in fostering biblical edanaamong mainline church members.
