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“Return to me with all your heart, with fasting, with weeping, and with mourning. Rend your hearts and not 
your garments. Return to the Lord, your God, for he is gracious and merciful, slow to anger, and abounding in 
steadfast love, and relents from punishing” (Joel 2. 12-13). 
 
In this text, God invites His people into a relationship with Him that promises renewal and a reversal of life, 
resulting in a fuller and more meaningful life with Him. It is a call for people to recommit themselves and re-
turn to the Lord. But such a call is only inevitable if we accept it with all our heart. It is always hoped that we 
will stock of our lives and to ask some pertinent questions, “How much of our heart do we give to God? What 
measure of our heart is truly turned to Him?” How much time do we attribute to the things of God – prayer, 
worship, and meditation, to name a few? 
 
God, our Father and Creator, wants us to know that in recommitting our lives to Him, in returning to Him, He 
promises to exercise graciousness and mercy to all who come to Him with their faults, limitations, frailties, 
and sins. However, we only realize His graciousness and mercy when we allow ourselves to enter into a deeper 
and more intimate relationship with Him. When we are able to accomplish this, we see that God does not make 
great demands on us but He absolves, rescues and saves us from that which prevents us from being in harmony 
with Him. God’s relationship with us includes both love and discipline but He always exercises such correc-
tion in a merciful and gracious manner. 
 
During the season of Lent, we will focus our study on the words from the Cross, spoken by our Lord – Forgiv-
ing, Hope, Belonging, Protesting, Wanting, Achieving and Giving. These are some of the most important 
words in the Scriptures. As we gather each Sunday, we will examine each word and then on Wednesday 
nights, we will engage in study and discussion concerning each of the words. 
 
As we approach these days of Lent, let them be a journey into having a closer and more intimate relationship 
with God. May we embrace ourselves in God’s love, allowing Him to touch our hearts during the forty days of 
this season.
