 A growing number of parishioners began meeting on 
Wednesday evening August 26 at 6:30 p.m. and continue to meet 
every Wednesday from 6:30-9:00 p.m. until October 28. The purpose 
of these meetings is to put together crafts and gift items that will be 
sold at the Faire. 
 We hope to have this become a major fundraiser.  If everyone 
(adults and children) participates, it can become an annual event that 
will greatly benefit St. Michael’s. 
 As part of our Boutique and Faire, we are having a raffle on 
this beautiful hand-crocheted afghan. It is approximately 6’2” x 6’6”.

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My Dear Friends: 
 
 A few months ago at a meeting of the Bishop’s Committee, its members 
discussed the possibility of having another congregation share our church build-
ing. The objective was the better utilization of the building, while at the same time 
acquiring additional funds. Subsequently, the pastor of New Creation Presbyterian 
Church, the Rev. Christian Boyd, whose installation service took place at St. Mi-
chael’s in December 2007, approached me concerning the possibility of sharing 
our church facilities with them. It was divine intervention!  

 Pastor Boyd and I met in August this year at our monthly hang-out spot to have lunch and to discuss the possibility of joint 
use of our church building with New Creation Presbyterian Church. We promised each other that no matter how this all turns out we 
will still be friends. The main points that we talked about, which I shared subsequently with the Wardens, Jack Moelmann and Nels 
Wilt and with the Bishop’s Committee at its September 13th meeting are as follows: 
·  New Creation is in the process of trying to build its own facility which could become a reality after the sale of some of its prop-

erty. Presently, the members meet in the Katy Cavins Center in O’Fallon for their Sunday Services.  
· Their chapter (covenanted) members would like to temporarily relocate to another venue for worship, preferably with another 

congregation, for at least two years. St. Michael’s was suggested. This decision, on their end, was approved by their Administra-
tive Commission (like a Diocesan Council) and Executive Presbyter (Giddings Lovejoy). 

· Currently, New Creation desire using our facilities only for worship, nursery, coffee hour, quarterly potlucks and the possibility 
of classroom space on Sunday mornings. Social events are held at other venues. 

· They are currently renting office space in a building on State Street, O’Fallon, for 18 months. Their office contract allows them 
to function in every capacity except worship.  

· The possibility of the two churches sharing resources and participating together in areas like youth development and education.  
· New Creation holds their Sunday Service at 10:30 a.m. and realizes that a time change will be necessary.  
· The consideration of possible joint Services for Christmas, Easter, and Pentecost. 
· An agreement will be drafted between the two churches. 
· Signage needs to further discussed and erected. 
 Since these initial meetings, I met again with the Wardens on September 24 and the Bishop’s Committee on October 1 to 
further update them on the process: 
· Our Bishop approved the sharing of worship space provided that the time of Services can be worked out mutually. He expressed 
that there be adequate amount of time for services to be held so as not to delay the second service.  
· New Creation agreed to $150.00 per Sunday Service ($100.00 per Sunday Service at Katy Cavins) and would like their Service 
to commence preferably at 11:00 a.m. but no later than 11:15 a.m. They will need ½ hour to set up. 
· A meeting would need to be held between key personnel of both churches so as to discuss the details of the relationship, sharing 
of space and to examine and sign the agreement, provided that the congregation gives its approval to the arrangement. 
 This brings us to the two congregation meetings on October 4 and 11. At the meetings, we will share information as to what 
has transpired in this process, examine the possibilities of such a relationship and its meaning for our congregation, and to make a 
decision on New Creation’s request. These are two very important meetings which St. Michael’s members are invited to attend be-
cause it would affect all of us.  
 As we meet I want to share with those who may not be aware that St. Michael’s began its church under similar circum-
stances. For thirteen years (1987-2000) Faith Lutheran Church, O’Fallon, offered the use of their church building as a place of wor-
ship for the St. Michael’s congregation until our building was completed and dedicated. I, personally, believe that we have a wonder-
ful opportunity to share in relationship with another Christian denomination and to extend the same warmth and generous hospitality 
which we received from Faith Lutheran with our brothers and sisters of New Creation Presbyterian. It is also a great opportunity for 
outreach as we reach out to another Christian denomination with love and kindness. I hope we will be reminded in all of this of 
God’s blessings to us by allowing Faith Lutheran to enable us to flourish to where we are today. Now, we have an outstanding 
chance to sharing these blessings with another congregation and to extend a hand of goodwill to them. I pray that we will rise to the 
occasion.  
 The hope is that the pastor and members of New Creation will be able to join us in worship on Sunday, November 1, being 
All Saints’ Day with a joint service.  Then, beginning Sunday, November 9, we will have separate services. I hope we will offer this 
process to God in prayer as we meet to deliberate on it over the next two Sundays. 
  I look forward to your attendance at the congregational meetings and to hearing your views.

The O’Fallon Food Pantry was formed in 1992 by a 
group of church women who felt there was a need for 
one in our community.  Today it provides support for 
211 families or roughly 750 people on a monthly ba-
sis.  The Food Pantry is located at 801 East State 
Street, in the same building that also houses the 
O’Fallon Senior Citizen Center.  Individuals and 
families who are in need of this type of assistance can 
visit the facility one time each month, on Mondays 
and Tuesdays from 9:00 AM to noon, or on Fridays 
from 9:00 AM until 3:00 PM. 
   
If you wish to support the efforts of the Food Pantry, 
you can bring in canned goods throughout the year to 
any Sunday service.  Items needed include canned 
vegetables (e.g., corn, peas, spinach and carrots), 
canned fruit (e.g., peaches, pears, pineapple and fruit 
cocktail), canned soups (e.g., cream of chicken or 
mushroom, bean w/bacon, corn chowder, etc.) and 
cans of chicken, turkey and ham.   Each month we try 
to concentrate on specific categories, but all food is 
welcome.
